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FitNet is a software from Lectra Systèmes which adapts any garment to the customer’s body and which produce the marker (shapes on the fabric) that can be cutted by a Lectra cutter.

The technology of this software is based on Internet technology, that why we have two modules : a module FitNet Server and a module FitNet Store.

FitNet Server realizes automatically the personalized garment and its maker according to the fabric choosen by the consumer. Directly connected to the shops, it guarantees time limit for the delivery.

FitNet Store helps the consumer to choose and helps the salesman to defines modifications for garments and guarantees integrity of orders. It analyses consumer body measurements and define automatically the best size and modifications to apply for the garment. With FitNet Store, orders are automatically send to the production site where marker can be cutted.

In the first version the information provided to the software were not “ absolute body measurements ” but only “ relative garment measurements ”. In fact, FitNet V1 knew only modify a garment by differences (increase the sleeve with 1.5 cm) without link with body measurements. The consumer was obliged to try on the garment, and the salesman had to defined the garment modifications their value. 

After several analyses carried out during the ISHTAR project ( Lectra’s experience and know-how in apparel enabled us to appreciate Hitman’s requirements) the second version of FitNet is able to interpret body measurements and to deduce the modifications to be made on the garment (decrease the jacket length because of the consumer body length). The consumer is no more obliged to try on the garment, if the salesman input in FitNet consumer body measurements, automatically FitNet will calculate garment modifications their value. The use of FitNet V2 is easier, less “technical” and more “apparel oriented”.
